The Seoul Blind Sports Association (hereinafter referred to as the "Association") has established a
privacy policy in accordance with relevant laws to protect the rights and interests of users. The
Association does not collect personal information or use it for purposes other than the intended
collection, nor does it provide it to third parties without the individual's consent.

Harmony Marathon with visually impaired executive office collects personal information that can
identify applicants, such as real names, birthdates, and contact information, and agrees to the
minimum collection and handling of personal information for insurance enroliment purposes.

(1). General Provisions

The privacy policy of the marathon event complies with the personal information protection
regulations under the "ACT ON PROMOTION OF INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATIONS NETWORK
UTILIZATION AND INFORMATION PROTECTION" and the personal information protection guidelines
of the Ministry of the Interior and Safety. Through the personal information protection guidelines, we
ensure that participants can easily access the purposes and methods of the use of the personal
information they provide, as well as the measures taken to protect their personal information, on the
homepage's main screen. This is done in accordance with changes in relevant laws and government
guidelines, as well as the addition of new internal services and the expansion of existing services.

(2). Items of personal information collected

The organizing committee collects personal information as mandatory items to facilitate the smooth
operation of tasks such as participant fee payment, management of event records and historical
records, and provision of event-related services.

1. Required: Name, Nationality (optional for non-Korean nationals), English name (if necessary), Date
of birth, Gender, Contact information, Event category, Group name (including personal information of
group participants).

2. Optional: E-mail address, Post number, Address etc.

(3). Consent to the collection of personal information and collection
methods

We do not collect personal information without the individual's consent. We have established a
procedure where individuals can click the "Agree to the terms and conditions" button to signify their
consent to the contents of the privacy policy or terms of use. By clicking the "Agree to the terms and
conditions" button, it is considered that the individual has consented to the collection of personal
information.

The information received during the application process includes the required and optional items
mentioned above. We assure you that the information provided will not be used for any purposes
other than those disclosed in advance.

(4). Purposes of collecting and using personal information



We only collect personal information when participants voluntarily and specifically provide it. The
collected personal information varies from simple details such as name and e-mail to more specific
information such as address, gender, and age. In all cases, we specify the necessary personal
information and how it will be used. This is to provide personalized services that identify the
participant, confirm payment transactions, and provide information about other events. Additionally,
when participating in various events or contests, we may collect personal information through
guestions for service-related purposes. In such cases, separate from this privacy statement, we
specify the details of personal information collection, usage methods, and personal information
protection measures.

(5). Unauthorized use for purposes other than the stated objectives and
provision to third parties

As a principle, we do not share personal information without the participant's consent. However, in
cases Where it is necessary for providing better services, we may share information related to event
notifications and various event announcements. Outside of these purposes, we do not share
personal information for any other reason.

If personal information is used for purposes other than those stated in the "Purposes of collecting
and using personal information" section, it will be used within the scope of notification, and it will
not be used or provided to others beyond that scope.

However, if personal information needs to be used for a different purpose, we will notify the user
and provide a means to refuse the service. In exceptional cases, personal information may be
disclosed if it is necessary to protect the rights and property of users of the internet service operated
by the executive office, or to protect the personal safety in urgent circumstances, following legal
procedures.

Additionally, personal information may be disclosed in cases where the participant has given
permission or when it is unavoidably necessary for the performance of a commercial transaction, or
when there is a legitimate request from an information agency based on relevant laws and proper
procedures.

(6). Handling of Personal Information through Outsourcing

To operate the website, handle insurance enrollment, and manage records, we outsource the
minimum necessary personal information as follows. In accordance with applicable laws and
regulations, we establish necessary provisions in the outsourcing contracts to ensure the secure
management of personal information.

Website Operation: Executive office (We do not disclose the personal information collected as a
general rule. However, exceptions may be made in cases where there are legal requirements
according to proper procedures.)

NFT Certificate Issuance, Management, and Guidance: Ground X Corporation (Retained until the
purpose of outsourcing is achieved) *Established on May 24, 2023.

(7). Access, Correction, and Deletion of Personal Information

Participants have the right to access and correct their registered personal information at any time.
You can access and correct personal information through the participant information modification
management. If you have any other complaints or suggestions, please contact the executive office
(Tel: 02-2092-0019), and we will promptly take action and inform you of the processing results.

(8). Retention Period and Disposal of Personal Information

As a participant, your personal information will be retained by the Organization during the period of
receiving services from the Organization and will be used for the purpose of providing services.
However, if a participant requests the deletion or termination of their personal information or if the
purpose for which the personal information was provided has been achieved as previously notified,
the collected personal information will be permanently deleted from the database in a manner that
cannot be restored after the period specified by the relevant laws. It will be processed to ensure that
it cannot be accessed for any purposes other than verifying the cancellation of participation.

However, personal information may be retained for a certain period for the purpose of providing
information to investigative agencies or for other specific purposes as required by law.

(9). Collecting opinions and handling complaints

(12). Notification Obligation

In the event of any additions, deletions, or modifications to the current privacy policy, the
Organization will notify users through the "Notice" section on the website at least 7 days before the
revision.

- Required : Your personal information, including your name, nationality (for non-Korean nationals),
English name (if necessary), date of birth, gender, contact information, event category, and
organization name (including personal information of participants in group registrations), may be
used by the organizers for purposes such as insurance enrollment/compensation and communication
regarding the event (via email, text messages), and to provide better services, your personal
information may be shared with sponsors/partners and insurance companies. Your personal
information may also be provided to insurance-related institutions for insurance enrollment and
operational purposes. However, your personal information will not be disclosed to third parties or
other companies or organizations for any other commercial purposes. However, if the applicant
violates the participant's rights or terms of use, causes legal harm to others, or engages in actions
that violate public morals, the personal information may be disclosed for legal measures to be taken.
